2.    Criteria for sanctioning Watershed Projects under the new Common Guidelines, 2008.
The Department of Land Resources will follow the following criteria as provided in Para 48 and 64 to 66 of the common guidelines, 2008 for approving the selection of watersheds under the strategic and perspective plans of the States and allocation of budget amongst the States. The States may keep these criteria in mind while selecting the watersheds and preparing the strategic and perspective plans of the districts and the States.  

i) Area of the State.

ii) Population of the State.

iii) The State must have its monitoring system in place and online monitoring must be operable (Para 85).

iv) States which formulate larger schemes consisting of contiguous Watersheds upto an area of 25,000 hectares will be given priority.

v) Percentage of rainfed area to total cultivated area.

vi) Area of the project should not be covered under assured irrigation. [Para 48 (g)]
vii) Largest number of weaker section groups benefited – SCs/STs, women, landless labourers etc.

viii) Acuteness of drinking water scarcity.

ix) Extent of over exploitation of ground water resources.

x) Preponderance of wastelands/degraded lands.

xi) Contiguity to another watershed that has already been developed/treated.

xii) Willingness of village community to make voluntary contributions, enforce equitable social regulations for sharing of common property resources, make equitable distribution of benefits, create arrangements for the operation and maintenance of the assets created.

xiii) Proportion of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes.

xiv) Productivity potential of the land. 

xv) Unspent balance. 

xvi) Outstanding utilisation certificates. 

xvii) Percentages of completed projects out of total projects.

xviii) Initially, the funds will be allocated among the States as per criteria.  However, from January onwards the remaining funds will be allocated on first-come-first-serve basis except for the mandatory funds for the North-East.

3.    Mandatory requirements for sanctioning and release of Central funds for Watershed projects under the Common Guidelines, 2008.

The following provisions of the Common Guidelines are mandatory in nature. Unless these provisions are fulfilled , funds for the projects under IWMP cannot be released. 

i) Area of the project should not be covered under assured irrigation. [Para 48 (g)]
ii) Composition of the WDT must be clearly spelt out and the team Members must be fully in place at the time of signing of the MoU of contract between the PIA and DWDU (Para 37).

iii) At least one of the WDT Members must be a woman (Para 40).

iv) Resource-use agreements on the principles of equity and sustainability must be worked out among the User Groups prior to the concerned work being undertaken (Para 43).

v) The Watershed Committee must be a registered society under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 (Para 44).

vi) Watershed projects should not cover area covered by assured irrigation [Para 48(g)].

vii) The DPR must give detailed justification for the proposed project duration (Para 49).

viii) The Budget requested for must follow the criteria laid down in the Common Guidelines, 2008 (Para 67).

ix) Savings, if any, in each component of the project cost can be utilized only for activities in the Watershed works [Para 68 (ii)]
x) Purchase of vehicles and other equipments are not permitted and nor is construction of buildings allowed.  Only purchase of computers and related software is permitted (Para 68.iii).

xi) DWDU/DRDAs shall release the funds to the PIAs and the Watershed Committees within 15 days of receipt of the funds (Para 71).
xii) One of the mandatory conditions for selection of villages for Watershed projects is people’s contribution towards the Watershed Development fund (Para 73).

xiii) Works taken up on private land will not be eligible for repair/maintenance from the Watershed Development Fund (Para 76).

xiv) The PIA should start project work within three months of the receipt of first instalment by DWDU/agency or else it can come under the purview of foreclosure (Para 78).

xv) The DWDU will have one Member exclusively responsible for monitoring (Para 85).
xvi) Evaluators must include only institutions and agencies and not individuals (Para 88). 
xvii) All works will be evaluated after each phase of completion. Fund release will depend on favourable reports received from evaluators (Para 89).
